Sovereign acts as a focus for national identity, unity and pride; 
gives a sense of stability and continuity; officially recognises

Ironically therefore, the other side of the Coronation debate is 
sections of the Christian community complaining that the 
Coronation will not be sufficiently Christian, and wondering quite 
how King Charles will be a Defender of [the?] Faith.  The irony is 
that in a country in which fewer than 50 per cent of the population 
identify as Christian, and where only around 5 per cent are 
members of churches, the Coronation will take place in a Christian 
church and the King will be crowned by a Christian archbishop.  It 
also strikes me as significant that the main part of our national 
anthem, rather than claiming that we are the greatest nation of 
earth, is actually a prayer.  The Coronation is by some distance the 
most visibly Christian public event our country has. 

As Christians, whatever our view of monarchy, there is therefore

matters that water should not be wasted.  At home we take it 
for granted that water comes out of the tap whenever we need 
it ɀ for washing up, flushing the toilet, taking a bath or shower.  
Yet only during summer droughts if hose-pipe bans are put in 
place do we get a sharp reminder that water is such a precious 
resource.  In fact whenever we use water in our homes it also 
uses energy, not just to heat it, but also to pump it from the 
reservoirs to our houses.  If we want to use less energy, both for 
economic and environmental reasons, we need to use less 
water. 
 
So how much do I personally use?   Intrigued, I logged into 
Thames Water which has an easy-to-use water saving calculator 
(https://www.thameswater.co.uk/help/water-saving/water-
saving-calculator).   It showed me exactly what I use as well as 
suggesting how I could cut the amount down to save not only 
water, but also electricity, gas, and money in the process.     
 
In order to work out how many litres I use per day I had to fill in 
things like how many baths and showers I take, how often I use 
my dishwasher and my washing machine ɀ including at what 
temperature - and whether I wash up by hand, and leave the tap 
running when I clean my teeth.  Also do I use a hose-pipe in the 
garden, what sort of toilet flush do I have, and any leaking taps?   
 
With this information the calculator immediately clocked up the 
daily litres I typically use, in my case 53.  By comparison the 
average per person is apparently 143 litres so brownie points for 
that!   It also flagged up that I could lower my energy use by
